HOOKUP AND QUICK START
1.	 On your sound system, mute your studio monitors. 
2.	 Connect AC power to the Auteur DT and set power switch to OFF.
3.	 Connect your input source(s) via balanced XLR or TRS cable(s).  

Microphone-level sources connect to the back panel XLR input, 
while instrument-level and line-level sources utilize the front panel 
TRS input. 

4.	 Connect your Auteur DT’s Output to your patch bay, audio interface, 
or subsequent signal processor using the appropriate TRS cable.

5.	 Set all controls to the fully counter-clockwise position, and all push-
buttons deselected or to the off position. 

6.	 Set Auteur DT’s Power switch to ON.
7.	 Engage the pushbutton options according to the requirements of 

the input source  (HI-Z for instruments or 48V for condenser mics) . 
8.	 Unmute studio monitors. 
9.	 Turn Gain Knob clockwise until the desired signal amplitude is 

achieved. 

1.	 Power: Flip switch up to turn preamp on, flip switch down to turn 
preamp off.

2.	 Gain: Clockwise rotation yields an increase in output signal ampli-
tude, counterclockwise rotation yields a decrease in output signal 
amplitude.

3.	 48V: Engage to turn phantom power on, disengage to turn phantom 
power off.

4.	 Phase Inverse (Ø): Engage to adjust input signal polarity by 180°, 
disengage to leave input signal polarity unchanged.

5.	 Pad: Engage to reduce input signal amplitude by 10dBu, disengage 
to leave input signal amplitude unchanged.

6.	 Hi-Z: Engages the Hi-Z Instrument Input for DI use.
7.	 Hi-Z Instrument Input: Unbalanced, instrument level TS input for 

instrument connection.
8.	 VU Meter: Analog VU displays the output level of the Auteur DT.
9.	 AC IN: 24VAC input jack (only use a BLA-specified power supply).
10.	 TRS OUT: Balanced, line-level TRS output.
11.	 XLR Microphone Input: Balanced mic-level input.
